Dear Parents/Carers,
We are very excited to give you details of a trip to Westonbirt for Darling Class on Monday the 14th of November. 
On arrival we will have a quick toilet stop before exploring the stunning Autumnal displays at Westonbirt. If you haven’t visited this arboretum in the Autumn before, it truly is spectacular. We will also be participating in a specially tailored session for the early years, encouraging children to use their senses to explore seasonal changes and the woodland habitat. We will collect evidence of these changes and use these natural materials in craft and art activities. 
Travel: We shall be travelling to and from Westonbirt by coach (Andrew James Travel).
Timings: Children should arrive promptly at school at the normal time. Please ensure that your child has visited the toilet just before coming to school, so that we can be on the coach by 9.15am. The journey will take approximately 20 minutes. We shall return to school for collection at the normal time of 3pm.
Lunch: Children will require a packed lunch, including a drink with a lid, so that it can be used throughout the day. Packed lunches should consist of healthy choices. No fizzy drinks or sweets.  Please ensure your child has a named water bottle.
Uniform: Children should wear uniform, joggers rather than skirts and dresses, comfortable footwear and suitable outerwear for a day outdoors. Depending on the weather this may mean waterproofs and wellies, gloves and hats. 
Cost: The cost of this trip, including travel, is £17.50 and should be paid via Parent Pay by Tuesday 1st November.  When making payment, you will be asked to provide parental consent to attend this trip.  We wish for all children to access the curriculum equally so should you have any difficulties covering this cost, please speak confidentially to Mrs Gwen Pennington.
Nursery children: This trip is open to all Darling Class children, regardless of whether they attend school on a Monday or not. 
Adults attending: We will require additional adult support for this trip. For all Nursery children the adult ratio is 1:2, so will require 6 additional adults to accompany us for Nursery. We will also require four additional adults for the Reception children. There is no additional cost for adults accompanying us on the trip. If you can attend the trip with us please get in contact as soon as possible, as we need to make sure that we have enough adult support to ensure that this wonderful trip goes ahead.
Medication: For any children who use an inhaler, this shall be taken with us and looked after by the adult in charge. 
If your child requires travel sickness medication, please administer this before arriving at school and advise Mrs Breen of this beforehand. Please complete the form with latest medical information.
