For children who are not yet reading with fluency (sounding out particular words or slow-paced reading), we ask that you
encourage your child to re-read their phonics/banded book until they are able to read this book fluently. Re-reading the same
book for fluency supports young readers to become more confident and engaged in reading. Your child shall be supported to
change their book once to twice a week, if they are able to read their book fluently. This will be judged by your child’s class
teacher or teaching assistant.

Please briefly record when your child reads by writing your initials on their reading bookmark. If we feel that your child is not
reading frequently enough at home, this will be discussed with you.
